Appendix J - Dorset West Locality Overview

The Dorset West locality is largely rural with a higher proportion of older people compared to
the rest of Dorset and almost double the national average. The locality has only one area that
is amongst the 20% most deprived in England. The majority of planned housing in the locality
is to take place in Lyme Regis and Bridport. An analysis of health and the wider determinants
of health highlights poor outcomes for incidence of prostate cancer, hospital stays for self harm
and elective hospital admissions for hip and knee replacements.

Demographics
Population

ONS 2016 mid-year population estimates show that there are about 37,000 people living in
the Dorset West locality (18,000 males and 19,000 females). The area covered by the locality
is largely rural, with population density being highest around the market towns of Bridport,
Lyme Regis and Beaminster.

Compared to the Dorset CCG average, Dorset West has a higher proportion of people aged
55 to 79, and a lower proportion of people aged 15 to 44. The proportion of the population
aged 65 & over in Dorset West is significantly higher than the national average (33% compared
with 18%).
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Locally produced projections suggest that the population of the Dorset West locality will rise
at a faster rate (+3.5%) than both the Dorset CCG average (+2%) and the national average
(+2%) between 2018 and 2021. Within this trend, the proportion of the population aged 65 &
over will remain significantly higher than the national average.

Ethnicity

The vast majority of the population in Dorset West are White British. Ethnic minority groups
account for a much smaller proportion of the population locally than in England as a whole
(just over 1% compared with 15% - see table below which is based on 2011 Census data).

Religion

The 2011 Census suggests that, as in England as whole, the majority of Dorset West’s
population are Christians. However, the proportion of the locality’s population whose religion
is either Buddhist, Hindu, Jewish, Muslim or Sikh is lower than the England average.
